‘Seesaw’ is a digital
platform where we can post all the great things we are getting up to in
school. You will be able to access this from home and see picture and
information about our school day as well as other correspondence.

Children will need
the correct PE kit (white top, black/navy shorts and plimsols/outdoor
trainers) and any children with long hair will need to ensure they have
hairbands to tie their hair back. In addition, children wearing earrings
will be required to take these out and store them safely in the classroom.

It is very important to be reading at home every day for at least 10
minutes. I will send home a reading book and advice on reading with
your child.
